Antonov An-2 including Polish built and An-3

The An-2 is one of the most robust, long-serving aircraft ever built. Since its first flight on 31 August 1947, it has served in a multiplicity of civilian and military roles all
over the world, but mostly, of course, in the remote areas of Russia, where it has been used for commuter flights, school bus flights, ambulance, agricultural, fire-fighting,
para-dropping, map making, fisheries patrol, forest patrol and a host of other activities. It can be adapted to a floatplane or ski-plane and can operate from the shortest
and roughest of strips. In recent years it has even been used as a light bomber in the war in former Yugoslavia. Production of the regular An-2 took place at Kiev-
Svyatoshino from 1948 until 1963. However, disaster nearly struck in 1952 after 185 aircraft had been completed. Party orders dictated that the production of the type be
abandoned in favour of making parts for the II-28. Jigs and tools were dismantled, but fortunately not destroyed as, following the death of Stalin in 1953, the policy
changed and production was re-instated. It continued until 1963, the Kiev factory, according to Messrs Gordon and Komissarov, producing a total of 3,164, a lesser total
than the 3,302 claimed by the factory notice board and 3,339 as reported by Russianplanes.net.

Between 1965 and 1968 production of the An-2M, distinguishable by a square-topped tail, continued at the Dolgoprudny Machine Factory No. 464 with a total production of
506 aircraft, of which 226 were exported to 7 countries.

From 1960 production was gradually switched to the WSK-PZL factory at Mielec in Poland where, towards the end of production from the mid-1980s onwards, the An-28
was built alongside it. A notable date was 24 September 1984 when the 10,000th machine was rolled out at Mielec. Large-scale production stopped in 1992, however
completion and delivery of aircraft continued in small numbers with the most recent being four aircraft delivered to Vietnam in January 2002. By this time Polish production
had reached a grand total of 11,915. Most were exported to the Soviet Union and survive there in large numbers, more so than the earlier produced Russian built aircraft
which are now comparatively rare.

Brief details of the main versions produced are as follows:

An-2M The designation was used in the USSR for a much improved agricultural crop-sprayer/duster which was manufactured at Dolgoproodnyy Machinery Factory
No.464 as already mentioned above.

An-2P Soviet and Polish production of a standard passenger variant.

An-2PF Soviet production An-2 aircraft configured for photo-mapping/survey tasks with camera hatches protected by sliding hatches on the under surface of the
fuselage.

An-2R WSK-Mielec manufactured agricultural variant with tank for 1,300 kg (2,900 Ib) of liquid or powdered chemicals.

An-2SKh  Agricultural version optimised for crop-spraying and crop-dusting with a metal construction chemical hopper.

An-2T First production model for cargo and carriage of mail.

An-2TD Paratrooper version with 12 seats, static line attachment cables and drop signalling lights.

An-2TP A convertible passenger/cargo version

An-2V A seaplane version of the baseline An-2 fitted with twin floats supported on wire-braced struts at the undercarriage <attachment points and rear fuselage.

An-2W Polish production of the An-2V

An-6 Meteo(known originally as An-2ZA) - high-altitude weather reconnaissance aircraft based on the An-2 with observers cockpit, forward of the fin above the rear
fuselage.

The construction number is normally painted under the horizontal stabilizer on the left-hand side. Most aircraft also have a plate on the engine-bulkhead inside the engine-
compartment.
